
SUICIDE INTERVENTION: 
EXTREME RISK FOR ALL STAKEHOLDERS

ON-SITE

If the student has attempted suicide, call 911 
immediately. Otherwise, notify nearest *CRT 
member, who will assess situation severity

Life Threatening?

If YES:
•  *CRT member will call 911       
and notify parents
•  Emergency dispatch will      
determine treatment and transport

If NO:
•  *CRT member will notify parents

Post-Event

*CRT (Crisis Response Team):
•  School Counselors/Psychologists
•  Administrators

OFF-SITE/After School Hours
 (5:00 pm until next school day)

•  Call 911
•  Notify Administration on the Text-a-Tip line
•  Provide all information that may relate 
    to other students to a School Counselor the  
    following day to ensure all students are safe 
    and have appropriate support

Counselor/Administrator/Psychologist Follow-Ups
• Document event in Aeries
• Debrief all involved
• Arrange re-entry meeting with parents to create safety       
   plan for once student is cleared to return
• Monitor other at-risk students
